DIRECTIONS: During the prep time today prepare a presentation for tomorrow displaying your analysis of your group’s assigned topic. In the presentation be sure to include the following:

· Deep, critical thinking about this piece of literature

· Well-developed discussion of the analysis of the topic, using appropriate literary terminology
· Specific supporting details and examples from the novel

· A creative approach to at least some part of the presentation, along with keeping all of it interesting
· A length of 6-10 minutes 

· Use of what we have learned about literature and literary analysis this year

· Intro (catching attention and setting up the topic), Body, and Conclusion (including the group’s reaction(s) to this topic in the novel)
